Grade 12- Level 1 Apprenticeship: 
•	 Must be a high school senior
•	 Students enroll in the trade of their choice
•	 Students are eligible to begin VU Associates
•	 Students must be graduating/earning GED by end of 

Level 1 to enroll in Level 2
•	 Students with an internship may begin earning OJLs

Summer Internships: 
•	 Must first complete “A Survey of Construction”
•	 Students will have knowledge of job site safety (PPE, 

OSHA 10, First Aid/CPR) as well as fundamental 
construction skills (tool use, etc.)

•	 Students are eligible to begin VU Associates
•	 All internships are paid internships, limited to 40 hour 

work weeks
•	 ABC Prep Academy students are registered Apprentices 

with the Department of Labor
